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After submitting the application and the appllcatlon materials, we will email you
payment notice and reserve the place for three days. Please make the payment before
the deadline, or the application will not be completed and the quota will not be
reserved. If the student is not able to participate in the summer camp after making the
payment, you may email us to request a refund. The refund will be paid via bank
transfer, and the process will begin after the summer camp ends.
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The payment methods accepted are “international wire transfer,” "domestic bank
transfer," or "cash payment in person at our center." We regret to inform you that we
cannot accept any other forms of payment. Please promptly inform us of the last 5
digits of the account used for the transfer via phone or email after the transfer is
completed to facilitate reconciliation. Receipts will be provided on the first day of the
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camp during registration.
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Any fees incurred during the registration or refund process, such as bank transfer fees
or exchange rate differences, are the responsibility of the participant and must be

borne by them.
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If you opt for an international wire transfer, any fees incurred during the registration
or refund process—such as bank transfer fees, exchange rate differences, subsequent
payment release fees, etc.—must be covered by the participant. If there's a
discrepancy between the actual amount received by our center and the specified
amount, we will either refund the excess to the participant during the camp or request

the participant to make up the difference.
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You may request a refund before the opening day following the refund policies
described below :
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® Apply 60 days (include 60) before the opening day, 90% of the tuition will

be refunded.

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The summer camp is a group activity, we reserve the right not to start the
summer camp or to change the course accordingly. Make-up lessons will not be
offered to students who take personal leave or who are absent for no reasons.
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If the government announces that all classes need to be canceled due to
COVID-19, the summer camp will be canceled and the refund will be given.
During the summer camp session, if there is COVID-19 policy or force majeure
that stop the course from continuing, all the lessons will be rearranged and
transformed into online courses. If there is any natural disaster (such as Typhoon)
and the Taichung City Government that all classes need to be canceled, the
classes for that day will automatically be canceled. There will be no make-up
classes or refunds.
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On the first day of the camp (July 14), please register between 9:00 and 9:30.
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The Mandarin proficiency assessment for this camp will be done by the teachers
in advance.
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During this camp, activities will be half-day sessions (excluding lunch) on
Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays. Tuesdays and Thursdays will be full-day
sessions (including lunch).
